Guidelines for Participants 

Quiz, Recitation and Essay Writing for all students (class 3 to PhD), teachers and all others of Jharkhand. 

Objectives: To imbibe the students, teachers and others with the inspiring, character making and nation building 

message of Swami Vivekananda to make them self-confident, self-reliant and good leader to build the nation. 
Quiz (Online in Hindi and English both): Teachings of Swami Vivekananda based on the book “Naya Bharat 

Gadho” (in Hindi) & “Rebuild India” (in English) and General Knowledge, Current affair & Mathematics for 

the students/Citizens of 4(four) groups viz. A. Class 3 to 5 (Chapter-1), B. class 6 to 8 (Chapter 1 &2), C. 

class 9 to 12 (Chapter 1,2 &3) and D. students of colleges and Universities and all others (Whole book). 

Competition shall be organized online at the state level only.  

Recitation (Offline / Online in Hindi only): Two groups viz. A. class 5 to 7 and B. class 8 to 10 in Hindi. The 

topic of recitation shall be “Swadesh Mantra” of Swami Vivekananda. 1st, 2nd and 3rd winners of first 

Competition (Off Line) at school/any organisation level (Optional) shall have to re-appear in second 

competition at district level (Online/Off line mode), 1st, 2nd and 3rd winners of second competition at district 

level shall have to re-appear at third competition at state level (Online only).  
Essay Writing (Online Hindi and English both): Two groups: A. Teachers of any educational institution and B. 

Open to all – in Hindi and English. The topic of essay writing shall be from the book “Naya Bharat Gadho” 

(in Hindi) & “Rebuild India” (in English). Subject points of the essay competition shall be chapters of this 

book with introduction and conclusion. Essays of  1st, 2nd and 3rd winners of  Competition at district level will 

be sent to state level where these essays will be re-evaluated to decide state level winners.  
      Essay written in Hindi/English in 800 to 1000 words or two pages of A4 size paper by the participants is to be 

uploaded in the website portal or to be submitted to the respective district level organization by hand or post.

Competition: District level: 1st &2nd week of December, 2022, State level: 3rd & 4th Week of December, 2022
